1.About the utility diskette

The setup disk includes three types of files, KBDSETUP file (EXE). Default data

Files (INI), and Help files(HLP).  Users can execute “DBDSETUP.EXE” directly in

The associated floppy driver or copy all the files from the setup disk into a same directory hard disk then execute it.

2.Usage of KBD SETP.EXE

Users can type “KBDSETUP.EXE” under DOS command prompt then press <Enter>key to execute the setup utility.  Or, they can add parameters line to execute setup.  If users type “KBDSEUP.EXE/?”, the command line help will be displayed on the screen .  
Command format: 
KbdSetup [Type] [File Name] [Port]

Type: <Option> Select Programmable Keyboard type. For example, KB60, KB80,KB96, 

      And so on.  If this “type” was not specified, the default type will be “KB137”.

  File Name: <Option> select data file to edit.  If not specified, the default “.INI” file  

            will be selected.  Before specifying this option, users must specify previous 

            keyboard type.


Port: Option, select the download port.



  1=COM1, 
2=COM2, 
3=Keyboard Interface

  Note: Users must specify the previous two options, Type and File Name.  Before they 

        specify the download port option.  Once the last option has been specified, the 

        KBDSETUP.EXE will read the specified data file and download it into the   

        Keyboard directly then exit to DOS command prompt.

  Example: The following example shows how to use the options to download the map  

           File“KB.96.dat” to the keyboard through the keyboard interface.

According to the above description of command format, users can edit their own batch files for their convenience.

ON-LINE HELP:

Users can find on-line help by pressing <F1> key or clicking mouse on the help icon when they are operating the kbdsetup.exe program.

INTRODUCTION DOWNLOAD NEW EDIT MAP FILE:

After editing the map file, users can save it for later use.  Note that the “save” item only save the new map file into the disk not the keyboard.  If users want the new map file to take effect, they must select the “download” item to download it into the programmable keyboard.
